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Dear member of Parliament/senator:
On behalf of the Canadian Nurses Association, I am asking you to support a 10-year research fund proposal from the Canadian Consortium for Nursing Research and Innovation.

The proposal, called Advancing Health Through Nursing Science, is a $55-million renewal of previous federal research funding. The new funding will enable researchers to build on the results of the initial funding, which expired in March 2009 – just as the investments were starting to pay off. See attached for information on the proposal and examples of the impact of the initial fund.
The federal government has articulated a national science and technology agenda. Canada’s registered nurses support this approach because we believe that strengthening Canada’s health-care system and economy depend on research and innovation.

Nursing interventions are not simply the results of “intuitive caring,” nor do they occur by accident. They are grounded in science and a specialized body of knowledge. When that knowledge is brought to bear at the point of service delivery, in planning to improve population health or in setting healthy public policy at the national level, we know that mortality drops, quality improves and costs are contained. Registered nurses make a difference.
